A character transforms her life stories into the rooms of a house; another becomes a bin;
others become a dream, a soft stud, a super lover and a gun who transforms into a camera ...
The characters are part of Staying, a project by artist Oreet Ashery and twelve lesbian
women who fled Nigeria, Uganda, Angola, Gambia, Jamaica, Barbados and other countries

after suffering traumatising discrimination against their sexual identity and orientation.
This publication has been developed to extend discussion beyond the workshop space. It

includes a booklet and twelve conversation cards for use in a group to facilitate discussion,

debate, the sharing of information and potential new art works.
